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"The bearer hereof Robert Travers having

stated to me, that two negroes, slaves, by

the names of Samuel and Denwood, the first

belonging to him, the latter belonging to the

hiers of Charles Lecompte, were taken by the

British cruisers in this Bay, about the 11th

November, and (that he) is desirous of having an

opportunity of applying to the officers command

-ing the squadron for their release + permissi

-on is hereby therefore hereby granted to him

for that purpose."
