FORTIFICATIONS GOING UP,

Just beyond the Seventh's camp a formida-
ble fortification, commanding the head of the
bridge, is about completed. The trenches were
dug and the earthworks raised by detachments
from the Seventh and the New Jersey troops,
the men all working vigorously with pick and
shovel in'spite of a flerce sun. A thick grove
ywhich had surrounded the spot bad been en-
tirely levelled, and the trunks of trecs remov-
ed, The works are progressing under the di-
rection of Major Barnard, engineer.in-chief.
The officers under him are Captains Alexan-
der and Blunt, and Lieutenants Prime, Hunt-
er and Robert—all of the regular army engi-
neer corps. , The last-named is a South Caro-
linian by birth, and has ten uncles in the
Confederate army, one of them a General in
Georgin, Other requisite fortifications are
forming at strong points about Washington,
one of them covering the agueduct bridge at
Georgetown.

THE RAILROAD CAPTURE,

In the depot at Alexaudria were found
twenty or thirty {reight cars and trucksand
two broken down eéngines. The Zouaves found
in the cars 2,000 kegs of gunpowder, 200 bar-
rels beef, §1,500 in doubloons, two cases of
Colt's revolvers, & box of double-barreled
fowling pieces, several superior Maynard’s
and Colt’s rifles, preserved meats and cloth-
ing, &e¢. The safe in which the doubloons
were found was opened aiter two hounrs’ ex-
ertion.

ARRESTS AND PRISONERS IN WASHINGTON.

We gather the subjoined from the Star of
Jast evening:

On Saturday afternoon, Ed. O. Murray, of
Baltimore, who was arresged at the National
Hotel by a squad of the fourth Pennsylvania
regiment, for making declarations of an in-
flammatory character several days ago, was
removed from the guard-house, where he was
confined, and taken before Justice Donn, and
released upon the order of Oaptain Starr, after
taking the usual oath of allegance.

This morning a squad of men detailed from
company A, Carrington Union regiment, D).
O. volunteers, arrested Thomas Brown, clerk
of the Northern Market, and David Muer.—
Brown was charged with using inflammatory
language and threats.

The Fairfax Cavalry Company, under Mr.
D. Ball, captured last Friday in Alexandria,
are now in custody on board the steamer Pow-
hatan, at the navy-yard. The first and third
lientenants, J. Orocker and J, Huarst, resigned
immediately upon receiving orders to report
at headquarters for service against the gov-
ernment. The prisoners have free access to
all parts of the boat, and receive any of their
friends on beard tccompanied by an officer.
The company. seemed particularly pleased
with the courteons bearing of the New York
Seventy-first Regiment, under the members of
which they are guarded.

This morning, L. B. Josetti, a tallor, well
known in Washingion, was arrested by a
squad of the Constitutional Guard, Captain
Degges, and conveyed to their quarters to
await the order of General Manstield. The
cause of arrest is alleged violent denunciation
of the Union,

INTELLIGENCE FROM MANASSAS GAP.

A business man of Baltimorearrived here this
morning. who left Richmond yesterday morn-
lng‘comlnﬁ,by wayof Manassas Gap, The train
he was on brought 1,000 South Carolina troops
&p to the Gnl:. The number of troopsatthe

ap was estimated at 5,000, They were tole-
rably well armed and equipped; were throw-
ing up eutrenchments in" anticipation of
an attack, and the belief was there that the
federal troops would move on towards Har-
per’s Ferry by that route. Our informant
came from the Gap by private conveyance
via Fairfax Court Houge, There were some
Virginia troops there, (thought to be 1,500
strong, evidently a mistake,) and their pickets
extended some five miles from the Court
House in the direction of Alexandria.

A COMBINED ATTACK,

A letter dated Old Point, May 24, says:

The projected attack on the sand batteries up
the Elizabeth river did not come off as expect-
ed, and it seems quite settled that no farther
attack will be made until Gen. Butler is ready
1o co-operate with land forces. We learn that
the batteries have been greéatly strengthened,
and guns of heavy calibre, capable of throw.
ing large shellg, have beenmounted in place of
the twelve-pounder rifled cannon which wera
dismeunted by the Monticello's fire the other
day. Whenall {s ready the Oumberland will
go up in tow of the Rellance and Resolute,
which arrived last night, and with the Monti-
cello and Unfon' gun-boats, will engage the
battery, while tho land forces will opérate on
the flankor In the rear of the redoubte. Itwill
be a lively time when they open fire.

. RICHMOND THREATENED,

THE KILLING OF ELLSWORTH AND
JACKSON IN ALEXANDRIA.

Statement of an Eye-Witness.

Although we have already given detailed
accounts of the killing of Col. Ellsworth and
James W, Jackson, in Alexandria, Va., on
Friday morning last, we sabjoin some addi-
tional particulars, as described by an eye-wii&
ness to the unfortunate affair. We find them
in the Tribune. The writer, after noting the
arrival of federal troops-at Alexandria, says:

We passed guickly through the streets, meet-
ing a_few bewildered travelers issuing from
the principal hotel, which seemed to be slowly
coming to its daily senses, and were about.to
iarn toward the telegraph office, when the
colonel, first of all, caught sight of the seces-
sion flag, which has so long swungin full view
of the President shouse. He immediately sent
back the sergeant, with an order for the ad-
vance of the entire first company, and, leaving
the matter of the .telegraph office for a while,

ushed on to the hotel, which proved to be the
Ela.rs all House, a second-class inn. On enter-
ing the open door, the colonel met a man in his
shirt and trowse of whom he demanded
what sort of a flag it was that hung above the
roof.. The stranger, who seemed greatly
alarmed, declared he knew nothing of it, and
that he was only & boarder thera.

Without questioning him further the Colonel
sprang up stairs, and we all followed to the
topmost story, whence, by means of a ladder,
e clambered to the roof, cut down the fl
with the knife of Mr. Winser, the secraetary o
the regiment, and brought it from it staft,—
There were two men 'in bed in the garret
whom we had notobserved at'all when we en-
tered, their position being somewhat conceal-
ed,but whonow rose in greatapparent am:ze-
ment, although I observed thit they were
more than half dressed. We at once turnei to
descend, Private Brownell leading the way,
and Col. Ellsworth immediately. following
him with the flag. As Brownell reached the
first Janding-place, or entry, after a descent of
some dozen steps, & man jumped from a dark
passage, and hardly noticing the private, ley-
eled a double-barreled gun square at the Colo-
nel’s breast. Brownell made a quick pass to
turn the wenglon aside, but the man's hand
was firm, and he discharged one barrel straight
to its aim, the slugs or buckshot with which it
waus loaded entering the .Colonel’s heart, and
killing him at the instant.

I think my arm was resting on poer Ells-
worth's shoulder at the moment. Atany rate
he seemed to fall almost from my own grasp.
He was on the second or third step from the
landing, and he dropped  forward with that
heavy, horrible, headlong weight which al-
ways comes of sudden death inflicted 1n this
manner, His assailant had tarned like a flash
to give the contents of the other barrel to Brow=-
nell, but either he could not command his aim
or the Zouave was too quick with him, forthe,
slugs went over his head, and passed through
the panels and wainscot of & door which shel-
tered some sleeping lodgers. Simultaneously
with this second shot, and sounding like the
écho of the first, Brownell’'s rifle was heard,
and the assassin staggered backward. He was
hit exactly in the middle of the face, and the
wound, as I afterward saw it, was thé most
frightful I ever witnessed. Of courss Brow-
nell did not know how fatal his shot had been,
and so before the man dropped he thruast his
saber bayonet thirough and through the body,
the force of the blow sending the defid man vi-
olently down the upper section of the second
flight of stairs, at the foot of which helay with
his face to the floor. Winser ran from above
erying, “Who is hit1” but as he glanced down-
ward by our feet he needed no answer.

Bewildered for an instant by the suddenness
of this attack, and not knowing what more
might be in store, we foreboré to proceed, and
gathered together defensively. There were
but seven of us altogether, and one was with-
out a weapon of-any kind.- Brownell instant«
1y relonded, and while doing so perceived the
door through which the 'assailant’s shot had
passed, boglnnlxtf‘to open, He brought his
riflé to his shoulder, and menaced .the occn-

“pants, two travelers, with immediate death, if
they stirred. The three other privates guard-

ed the passages, of which there were ‘quité ‘a
number couverzing to the point where ' we
stood, while the, chaplain (Revy Mr, Dodge)

and \Vmser Jooked to the staircase by which
we had' descended, and’ the adjoining cham-
bers. I ran down stairs to see if anything was
threatened from the story  below, but it soon
appeared there was no danger from that guar-
ter. However, we were notatall disposed to
move from our position... From the ‘opening
;doors, and through the passages, wo discern= °
ed a sufficient number of forms to assure us'
that we weré dreadfully in the minority. I
think now there was no, danger, and that the
single assailant acted without concert' with
any body; but it is impossible to know accurs
ately, and it was certainly a donbtful ql’ies:ion

The first thifig {0°5e dorie was.to look to our
dead friend and leader. He had fallen’ on his
face, and the streams'of blvod'iliie flowed trom
his wound had literatly“flooded the way.

Chesapeanke Bay—Its Rivers and Import-
ant Cities.

After making the entrance to the Chesi-
peake, Hampton Roads opens to the right, a
broad éstuary, with a deep channel a mile and
a half in width in its narrowest point.

FORTRESS MONRORE,

This fortress is the argest and one of the
beet constructed in the United States, It was
built like all the coast forts, for defenseagainst
a !ouspproachlng from'thé séa, and s case-
miated only on the side facing the chinnel,
having simple wall masonry only to the land-
ward.

Tortifications at Caswell’s Foiat_al-
though too far distant to threaten Foriress
Monroe, would effeciunally gnard this entrance.
Etizabeth chunnel, from its opening into Hamp-
ton Rouds to the city of Norfolk, is erghit miles
long, direct in its course, very deep, and
scarcely 4 quurier a mile in widthe. Craney
Island lies close toihe channcl, on the west
side,about three miles from Norfolk, on which
are the réemuiue of an old fort, which the se-
cessioniets aré*rebuilding, Nearer to the city,
on the other bank of the chaunel, is Fort Nor-
folk, slgo being improved and moanted with
ordpance by the Virginiaus.

NORFOLE AND ITS SUBURBS.

The city of Norfolk, located upoa an almost
level site, presents but few npatural defenses
agningt - an attacking forece. The city and
- Portsmouth lying opposise, can be approach-
ed Irom several points. Troops could be land-
ed from the Hagipton or Lynn Haven roads
Wwithin seven milés of the city; the approaches
being easy and indefensible. An approsch
could be made from Londen bridge on the
south, with an easy march of ten miles.

Norfolk is important for its railroad con-
nections;” &s the location of & navy yard,
whose dry dock and machine shops are prov-
ing useful to the Virginians, and as the Chesa-
peake terminus of the ‘Dismal Seoramip cunal
through which passes the commeree of Alber-
marlé axd Pamlico sounds. Into Hamptoa
roads empties the James river, a large stream
affected by the tide one hundred miles from
ite mouth, at which point the falls and rapids,
with 2 descent of one hundred feet in two
miles, eflfectually  block further navigation,
giving at the same time an’ unlimited watsr

ower. At this point Is situated the city of

ichmond, beautifully built on several elesa-
tione, the most noted of which are Shockhoe
and Richmond hills, between which flows
Shockhoe creek. The city is handsomsly
built, the streets intersecting at ‘right angies.
Ou Shockhoe hill are the capitol and other
prominent public baildings, and about them
are clustered the aristocratic maassions of the
city. Vesgsels drawing ten feet of water fasten
to the wharfat Richmond, and those drawing
fifteen approach within three miles of the city.
Linpes of steamers, before the secession diffi-
culties, (onnected Richmond commercially
with New York, Philadeiphia, Norfolk and
Baltimore. Richmond has been the great
depot of Virginia, which its mills have con-
veited into flour.

RAILROADS FROM RICHMOND.

Five lines of railroad diverge from Rich.
noid. One Jine running due north passes
Fiederickeburg on the Rappahannock, and
t‘ririnates at Aquia creeek, near tha Polomac.
A iine running east terminates at Whitehouse,
on the York river. A third linerunsduae south
to Wilmington, North Caroling, having inter-
mediate stations at Petersburg, Va., and Wel-
don, N. C. .The Richmond and Danvillé rail-
road extends in a southward direction to the"
latter town, near the North Cardlina boundary
line, beyond which it is nufinished. The Vir-
ginja Central runs vearly west, being flaished
as far as Covington. beyond the Biue Ridge.
At Gordonsville it forms a junction with the
Orange ahd Alexaniria road ruuningnorti-
east, and the Lynchyurg road running south-
weet, This city Is thus the military as well as
thejcommercial centre of the State, and a point
of great strategic importance,

YORK RIVER.

From the bunoy at the entrance of Kmxgmn
Roads to the lightship at the mouth of York
river, the distange is about fifteen miles. From
its source at the junction of the Pamunky and
Mattapony, its debouchement into the Chesa-
peake, the York river flows forty miles, being
an estuary with a heayy tide, varying from two
to four miles in width. It is navigable by the
largest vessels to Yorktown, and by vessels of
secondary draft to its source. A land spit se-

arates the mouth of the York river from Mob

#ck bay.which sets inland about fifteen miles,
with eighteen feet of water. Into this bay
empties the  Severn, North and Ware rivers,
inconsidertbie streams, navigableé a short dis-
tance for vesselsof light draft. From the light-
house at New Point Comfortto the light-house
at the entrance of the Rappahannock, is twen-
t{ miles. A space of four miles to the south of
the light comprises the entrances to the Rappa-
bannock and a small bay and river called the
Piankeetanl.

THE RAPPAHANNOCK.

The Rappahannocl® like the James river,
rises in the mountainous portion of the State,
At one hundred miles from .its mouth naviga-
tion is slopg.ed by falls and rapids. . The river
below thé falls has the chardcter of an estuary,
being broad and affected by the tides. At the
head of tide-water is the. city of Fredericks-
burg, a great tobacco depot, lying on the line
of the Richmond and Potomac-Railroad.

Twenty-two miles frow the light: ship; moor-
ed 4t the mouth ot the Rappannock, is the
lighthouse at Smith's. Point, guiding the en.
trance to the Potomae.

Seven miles below Washington lies the city
of Alexandria, the most important town on the
Virginia side of the river. ‘The ghores of the
Potomac below Washington haye but a fow
slight elevations, and would be difficult to im-
pede navigation by ‘hastily constructed bat-
teries. The width for the same distance varies
from one and a-half to five miles.—New York
Commercial.

The train bearing the
regiment reached Washington at nine o’clock
